CC: General care followup.

HPI: The patient is a 78-year-old gentleman here status post inferior vena cava with embolus. However, there was no acute stroke involved. A subacute infarct.
DIAGNOSES: Unchanged from previous note.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from previous note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular NAS with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seated comfortably, alert, watching television. He was at bedside in his wheelchair which is actually a transport chair.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 137/75, pulse 54, temperature 98.9, respirations 18, and O2 sat 96%.

NEURO: The patient is alert and oriented x3. His speech is clear, can voice his needs. He states that he plans to walk out of here which I told him a good goal to have and then he proceeds to tell me that today he walked 600 feet in physical therapy using his walker. When I asked if he was comfortable with walker use, he stated yes. The patient then pointed out 2-pound weights that he had borrowed from PT that he uses different times to just do exercises while he is seated there in his chair.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Status post hospitalization for thrombus of IVC with embolus that remained free floating in the IVC, treated with anticoagulant.
2. Ambulation and mobility issues. The patient is doing quite well. He is using his walker to walk in his room as well as down the hallway of the unit he is on and then otherwise he uses his current wheelchair to propel himself around using his hands and he is optimistic that he will walk out of here.
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
