Per your request for an Independent Medical Evaluation on your client, Douglas Taylor, please note the following medical letter.
On September 24, 2024, I performed an Independent Medical Evaluation. I have reviewed an extensive amount of medical records, took the history directly from the client, and performed the physical examination. A doctor-patient relationship was not established.

The patient is a 63-year-old male, height 6’ tall and weight 210 pounds. The patient was involved in an automobile accident on or about September 5, 2023. The patient was a driver with his seatbelt on. Although he denied loss of consciousness, he sustained injury when he was rear-ended at a stop and pushed into utility trailer in front. The vehicle was totaled and not drivable. The patient was in a Chevy Cobalt which is a small car. He was hit by a Toyota Camry. The patient developed pain and became worse in the next few hours after the injury. He had pain in his mid and low back. Despite adequate treatment present day, he is still having pain in his mid back area as well as his low back. His pain in both the mid and low back occurs with diminished range of motion. He was told that there were strain tissues and muscles. He was treated with chiropractic as well as physical therapy. The pain is described as constant. It is a dull aching pain. The pain ranges in intensity from a good day of 2/10 to a bad day of 5/10. The pain radiates from the thoracic area down to the low back.

Timeline of Treatment: The timeline of treatment is best recollected by the patient was approximately three weeks after the injury.
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He was seen by a chiropractic physician in Lawrenceburg, Indiana. He was seen approximately 20 times over seven months and he had manipulation as well as physical therapy. They did radiographic studies. An MRI was ordered at St. Elizabeth Hospital in Warrensburg.

Activities of Daily Living: Activities of daily living are affected as follows. The patient has problems with housework, yard work, sports such as basketball and catch, sitting over 60 minutes, walking over 100 yards, and sleep.

Medications: Include lipid medicines as well as Aleve.

Present Treatment for This Condition: includes Aleve, stretching exercises, and elastic brace for his back.

Past Medical History: Hyperlipidemia.
Past Surgical History: Negative.
Past Traumatic Medical History: Reveals the patient never injured his mid or low back in the past. He has not had serious automobile accidents requiring treatment only minor accidents. The patient has not had any work injuries.

Occupation: The patient’s occupation is that of working airfreight at the airport involving inventory of shipping containers. It is described as heavy work. He missed approximately one week of work because of this injury. He wears a brace at work and requires more rest periods at work and he does work through with the pain.

Review of Medical Records: Upon review of the medical records, I would like to comment on some of the pertinent findings. 
· Physical therapy notes dated February 27, 2024. The patient is 62-year-old male with a diagnosis of L/S sprain/strain. The patient was seen today for his initial evaluation which reveal sign of the thoracic and lumbar strain/sprain. This was actually Integrative Health Partners is the name of the physical therapy facility. They states that the patient reports that was in an MVA on September 5, 2023. He reports that he had mid back pain and low back pain after he was hit. Movement is painful and the only relief he has gotten is from a back brace he wears during the day. Examination reveals a strain/sprain of the mid and low back. Plan: Returns two times per week for four weeks. This encounter was dated September 27, 2023.
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· Also on examination by Integrative Health Partners. Thoracic spine motion has joined restrictions, exhibits loss of motion and has lumbar spine motion, joint restrictions, exhibits loss of motion. This date was October 18, 2023.

· Also from Integrative Health Partners November 2, 2023, treatment was adjustment and physical modalities consisting of electrical stimulation, hot packs, and myofascial release. He is working with the Imaging Center to schedule his MRI of the lumbosacral spine.

· X-rays St. Elizabeth Healthcare. Thoracic spine October 13, 2023. No acute bony abnormalities of the thoracic region. 
· St. Elizabeth MRI of the lumbar spine on December 1, 2023 shows L5-S1 disc bulge with mild to moderate degenerative changes.

I Dr. Mandel after review of the medical records and performing an IME, I have found that all this treatment as outlined above and for which he has sustained as a result of the September 5, 2023 automobile accident were all appropriate, reasonable, and medically necessary.

On physical examination by me Dr. Mandel. Examination of the skin revealed unrelated scars involving the left mid middle finger due to an old injury. ENT examination was unremarkable with pupils equal and reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles intact. Examination the cervical area was unremarkable with normal thyroid. Auscultation of the heart regular rate and rhythm. Auscultation of the lungs were clear. Examination of the thoracic area was abnormal with heat and tenderness on palpation. There was diminished range of motion with flexion diminished by 8 degrees. There was diminished strength in the thoracic area. Abdominal examination was soft with normal bowel sounds. Lumbar examination was abnormal with palpable heat and tenderness. There was loss of normal lumbar lordotic curve. There was diminished strength. There was diminished range of motion with flexion diminished by 26 degrees and extension by 10 degrees. There was heat and tenderness on palpation. Straight leg raising abnormal at 74 degrees left and 78 degrees right. Neurological examination revealed a diminished left knee jerk reflex at 1/4. Remainder of the reflexes were 2/4. Sensation was normal. There was diminished strength in the left big toe. Circulatory examination revealed pulse is normal and symmetrical at 2/4.

Diagnostic Assessments by Dr. Mandel:

1. Thoracic strain, pain, and trauma.

2. Lumbar trauma, strain, pain, L5-S1 disc bulge, and lumbosacral strain and sprain.
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The above two diagnoses are caused by the automobile accident of September 5, 2023.

At this time, I am rendering impairment ratings. Utilizing the book “Guides to the Evaluation of Permanent Impairment, Sixth Edition,” by the AMA, please note the following two impairments. In reference to the thoracic area utilizing table 17-3, the patient has a 3% whole body impairment. In reference to the lumbar area utilizing table 17-4, the patient has an additional 3% whole body impairment. When we combine these two whole body impairments, the patient has a 6% impairment of the thoracic and lumbar regions due to the automobile accident of September 5, 2023. By permanent impairment, I am saying the patient will have continued pain and diminished range of motion for his entire life in both the thoracic and lumbar regions. As the patient ages, you will be much more susceptible to permanent arthritis in the thoracic and lumbar regions due to this automobile accident.

Future medical expenses will include the following. Due to the bulging disc, there is a possibility for surgical intervention in the lumbar region. Ongoing medications will cost $95 a month for the remainder of his life. Some injections in his thoracic and lumbar region will cost $3000. A back brace will cost $250 and need to be replaced every two years. A change will cost $500. An MRI should be considered for the thoracic region at the cost of $2700. This injury may affect his ability to do his heavy labor occupation.

I have not provided medical care or any treatment for this claimant. I have not made any referrals or advised any treatment. I have seen the patient one time for the purposes of doing an Independent Medical Evaluation. We have not entered into a doctor-patient relationship.

The above opinions are based solely on the information provided and mentioned above and they are expressed within the reasonable degree of medical certainty based upon the scientific principles accepted in the medical community.

I am dual board certified in both family practice and also osteopathic medicine. I have over 40 years experience in these types of cases. Informed consent was obtained for an elective examination during the COVID-19 pandemic. The patient understood the potential risk of acquiring COVID-19 and agreed to the exam rather than deferring to a later date. Informed consent was obtained to conduct this review and share my findings with any party who request this information.
