SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today as a followup in subacute rehab. The patient has been doing well. She still has a leg edema but no cough. No congestion. No shortness of breath. No chest pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/70, pulse 70, temperature 98.8, respiration 18, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Left leg significant edema present. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

LABS: Recent labs CPK 72, chemistry, sodium 140, potassium 4.6, chloride 102, CO2 33, BUN 14, creatinine 0.7, albumin level 3.3, WBC count 10.2, hemoglobin 8.1, and hematocrit 26.4.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted at the subacute rehab with left knee infected status post I&D and MRSA infection. She is maintained on antibiotic. She also has been followed and outpatient will be done by the orthopedic.

2. Previous DJD.

3. Hip replacement surgery in the past.

4. Ambulatory dysfunction. She is getting physical therapy.

5. History of hypertension. Currently, blood pressure is controlled.

PLAN: We will continue all her current medications I have reviewed. Care plan discussed with nursing staff.
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
