General: She is awake and lying in the bed. She has dysarthria due to an expressive aphagia due to extensive stroke.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/62, pulse 80, temperature 90.1, respiration 18, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Left leg trace edema but there is no calf tenderness right BKA.

Neuro: She is awake, lying in the bed, and disoriented. She has dysarthria and expressive aphagia.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with CVA.

2. DVT left leg.

3. Pulmonary embolism.

4. Dysarthria due to CVA.

5. Dysphagia status post PEG placement.

6. Ambulatory dysfunction.

7. History of PVD status post right BKA.

PLAN: I have reviewed all the medications and the labs. Current medications will be continued. Followup labs electrolytes and PT/OT. Monitor the patient closely. Care plan discussed with nursing staff.
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
