PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is alert but forgetful and disoriented.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 122/70, pulse 80, temperature 97.5, respiration 22, and pulse ox 97%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi with some wheezing in the bases.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Left BKA is healed and otherwise leg edema.

Neuro: She is awake, forgetful, and disoriented.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with ambulatory dysfunction.

2. Recent episode of COPD, acute exacerbation, and deconditioning.

3. CKD status post renal transplant.

4. Diabetes mellitus.

5. Cognitive impairment.

PLAN: We will continue all her current medications because of episode of wheezing. I will also give her an extra nebulizer treatment. She also has neb treatment ordered that will be maintained and continued and I will discuss with nurse we can give one nebulizer treatment at present right now.
