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DOB:  

The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  In 2018, the patient was doing airborne exercises.  He was in Fort Bragg.  The patient tells me that he jump off the plane, but when he was landing on the ground, his leg got caught onto something and then he fell down with his head.  He hit the head on to the ground.  The patient has immediate loss of consciousness on the ground.  He was out of consciousness for five minutes or so.  The patient when he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient had severe head pain.  The patient had confusion, disorientation, and headaches for many days after that.

In 2019, the patient was in Africa.  The patient was working with explosives at that time.  The patient tells me that there was an explosion near him and it caused shockwave.  The patient tells me that he had severe head pain after that.  He did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient has headache and confusion for several days.

In 2016, the patient was in Afghanistan.  The patient tells me that he was sitting in a convoy inside a truck.  The patient tells me that there was an explosion outside a truck.  The patient tells me that the shockwave caused him to have significant headache, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient had tunneling vision.  The patient has headache.  Also, the patient did not lose consciousness.
The patient tells me that in 2013, the patient fell off a truck.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  He did not go to the hospital at that time.

Since this event, the patient has severe headache.  The patient has frequent headache.  The patient has concentration difficulty.  The patient has migraines.  The patient has difficulty remembering things.  The patient has poor memory.  The patient forgets task very easily.  The patient becomes very irritable.

It is my opinion that the patient had sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2018, the patient was doing airborne exercises in Fort Bragg.  The patient when he was landing with a parachute, patient leg got caught and hit something.  The patient tells me that he landed onto the ground with his head.  The patient tells me that he hit the head very hard, he had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness on the ground for five minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented. The patient has severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation for several days after that.  The patient also was involved in explosion in 2016 when he was in Afghanistan.  The patient was inside of a truck in a convoy.  There was explosion outside of truck.  However, the shockwave was severe, and hit his head.  The patient tells me that he had confusion in and out consciousness.  The patient had tunneling vision.  He is followed by severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.

Since this event, the patient has chronic headache, poor memory, irritability, and forgetfulness.  It is my opinion that the chronic headache, irritability, poor memory are common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.  

As a matter of fact, on MOCA examination, the patient exhibited that he does have poor memory.
