Dear Mr. Flegel:

This is a followup for Mr. Buckley who has intermittent episodes of weakness.  Since the last visit in March.  There have been no events.  No hospital visits.  He is still smoking few cigars.  No vaping.  No marijuana.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  Syncope.  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  For blood pressure Norvasc, metoprolol, ACE inhibitors, potassium, Aldactone, remains on magnesium replacement.

Physical Examination:  Today weight 233, blood pressure 144/80.  No respiratory distress.  For the most part normal respiratory sounds.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites.  No abdominal tenderness.  No neurological deficits.
Labs:  Recent chemistries are from September, creatinine 1.18 which is baseline.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  GFR better than 60, prior magnesium low normal.

Assessment and Plan:  Episodes of weakness associated to low potassium.  No new events for the last six months.  Present blood pressure fairly well controlled.  Normal electrolytes, magnesium and acid base.  Chemistries as needed based on symptoms.  Continue same potassium, Aldactone and ACE inhibitors.  Next blood test update magnesium.  There has been no anemia.  We will see him back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
