MEDICAL INFORMATION AVAILABLE FOR REVIEW: Yes. Medical records from Dr. Elisa G. Sanchez, dated 04/17/2023 and 01/17/2023.
INFORMANT: Mother by the name of Maria Quintanilla.
IDENTIFYING INFORMATION: This is a 9-year-old female who presented with her mother who is the informant by the name of Maria Quintanilla for a pediatric consultative examination to evaluate allegations of hyperactive attention deficit disorder with anxiety and depression. The mother is presently married to her husband who is a remodeler and has a full-time job at this time. The family lives in a house and she has other siblings that are not from the same father. She has a total of five children at this time who she is caring for and Aylee Ruby Gonzalez is the youngest of all the siblings. The claimant is presently not receiving disability benefits and appears to be doing fairly well in school.

ALLEGATIONS:

HYPERACTIVE ATTENTION DEFICIT DISORDER WITH ANXIETY AND DEPRESSION.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ALLEGATIONS:

HYPERACTIVE ATTENTION DEFICIT DISORDER WITH ANXIETY AND DEPRESSION: The mother states that since 2016, the claimant has had problems with hyperactive attention deficit disorder, anxiety, panic disorder, occasional crying spells, dizziness, headaches, aggressive behavior, and abnormal behavior. The child has been noted to bite people when she is angry and she also bites her fingernails until sometimes she bleeds. She has difficulty retaining information and occasionally refuses to attend school. The claimant has run away from the school and has sometimes left home in the middle of the night. She is being closely observed and guarded by her parents at this time secondary to her abnormal behavior.
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She is in the fourth grade and makes average grades and she is in a normal class setting. The claimant is a very quiet girl and does speak, but it is very soft tone and speaks very softly at this time. She is presently on methylphenidate 10 mg q.a.m. and one-half tablet 5 mg at noontime. She is seeing Dr. Elisa Sanchez for her condition and the mother has been somewhat unhappy with the results of their daughter’s condition.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The claimant frequently has headaches, dizziness, visual problems, clumsiness, soil bowel movement accidents, bedwetting accidents, and occasionally poor appetite. The claimant has no problems with hearing, shakiness, vomiting, loose stools, hard stools, muscle weakness, abnormal posture, or rashes.

ACTIVITIES OF DAILY LIVING: The claimant is in a normal fourth grade class and makes average grades and does have very few friends. She likes to watch TV, play with blocks, she likes to play with objects and does not necessarily like to play with dolls, but can pick up any object and start playing with it. She is also very caring to a cat that she has and she cares for her cat. She does occasionally play with the siblings, but she also fights with them as well. She lives in a home with her mother and four other siblings and a stepfather. The father is working. The natural father of the child is not part of the family scene and does not communicate or come to visit his daughter. She does appear to live in a stable environment and is in a supportive care family at this time.

DEVELOPMENTAL MILESTONES: The claimant was not an easy to care for infant from 0 to 18 months of age secondary to needing oxygen for the three months after she was dismissed from NICU and because of esophageal reflux and decreased weight. She was also a not easy to care for toddler from 18 to 48 months of age secondary to falling frequently, being fearful, and had to wear diapers up to the age of 6 years. She also had difficulty in dressing herself. The claimant sat alone without support at 1 year, crawled at 1 year, walked without support at 2 years, said her first words at 1½ years, said the first sentence at 4 years, and still has difficulty dressing without help at this time. She was bladder trained during the day at 5 years, was bladder trained during the night at 1 year, and was bowel trained by 7 years of age. During the first three years of life, the claimant frequently cried, had temper tantrums, had extreme mood changes, was distractible, was occasionally destructive, enjoyed being held, explored the surrounding area, and was active. However, during the first three years of life, she sometimes was afraid of new faces and places, was unresponsive to discipline, engage in self-hurting and injuring behavior, and was not predictable in terms of sleep and waking patterns. During the first years of life, the claimant was in Pampers for many years and had difficulty going to the bathroom and she had difficulty asking for things that she needed. She had decreased problems with walking and her speech. The claimant does occasionally play with toys, but she can play with any objects and have fun with playing with those objects, which the mother finds somewhat rare and incredulous. The claimant is very much a loner and she has frequent fights with peers, adults and her siblings. Some of her positive interests and activities include watching TV, playing with blocks, playing with objects, and caring for her cat. She also is good at doing her homework. Some of the child’s positive characteristics include being very loving and taking care of her cat. She does like to help, but occasionally gets very angry and has a tendency to want to play by herself.
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BIRTH HISTORY: The claimant was born by C-section and was a preemie and was born at 5 months of age. She was born in Knapp Medical Center in Weslaco, Texas. The mother was not in labor for many hours; she does not recall how long, but she was a cesarean section. The baby was not delivered by instruments and was a cesarean section with a one-baby birth. The baby was blue at birth and was jaundiced and was born dead according to the mother. She was administered oxygen and was given CPR. She was placed in an incubator and she was in NICU for approximately four months. The claimant also had difficulty in development of her eyes because she was such a young baby at 5 months of age. She weighed 4 pounds and 2 ounces. The mother stayed in the hospital for seven days, however, the baby was there for four months.
PAST HISTORY: The baby was a preemie at 5 months and hospitalized in NICU for four months. No surgeries were performed. She did have problems with esophageal reflux, which was corrected with medications. She had problems with enuresis, behavior dysfunction, hyperactive attention deficit disorder, and panic attacks as well as anxiety and depression.
SOCIAL HISTORY: TOBACCO: There is nobody in the family that smokes. ALCOHOL: Nobody drinks alcoholic beverages. DELIRIUM TREMENS / SEIZURES: Nobody with seizure disorder including the claimant. SUBSTANCE ABUSE: There is nobody in the family that uses marijuana, cocaine, crack, heroin, or any IV drug abuse. COMMUNICABLE DISEASES: There is nobody with hepatitis, HIV, or any sexually transmitted diseases.
FAMILY HISTORY: The mother is 34 and normal, but suffers from anxiety. The father is 26 and had problems with his normal behavior, suffers from anxiety and dysfunctional behavior. The claimant does have brothers and sisters with hyperactive attention deficit disorder at this time.

MEDICATIONS: Methylphenidate 10 mg q.a.m. and one-half tablet 5 mg q. noon.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION

HT: 54”. WT: 81.5 lbs. TEMP: 97.8°F. BP: 121/77 mmHg. HR: 88 bpm. RR: 12/min.
GROWTH CHART: The claimant is at the 60th percentile for her height according to her age and is at the 80th percentile for her weight according to her age.

GENERAL: The claimant is a well-nourished and well-developed, soft-spoken female, in no acute distress.
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HEENT: Pupils were equal and reactive to light. Oral mucosa was moist and no pharyngeal erythema or edema was noted.

SNELLEN VISION: OD: Uncorrected 20/200; pinhole 20/200; corrected 20/50. OS: Uncorrected 20/200; pinhole 20/200; corrected 20/50. Binocular uncorrected 20/200; Binocular corrected 20/40.

NECK: Supple without thyromegaly or mass.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

CARDIAC: Normal S1 and S2 without murmurs, rubs, or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended, nontender. No hepatosplenomegaly noted.

BACK: No palpable deformities or tenderness of the cervical, thoracic, and lumbar spine.

EXTREMITIES: Without clubbing, cyanosis, or edema.

SKIN: No rashes.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Full range of motion of all joints and no evidence of any active inflammation on exam. The claimant had a normal gait and station. She could walk on heels, toes, and squat without any difficulties.

NEUROLOGIC: Cranial Nerves II through XII were grossly intact. Deep tendon reflexes were +2 in the triceps, biceps, brachioradialis, and patellar. Sensory examination to light touch was normal. Cerebellar function was intact. Muscle strength was +5/5 in all groups tested with no evidence of any muscular wasting. The claimant had a good fine finger control to dexterous movements.

CLINICAL ASSESSMENT: The claimant showed no evidence of any obvious hearing problems although she does have problems with her vision secondary to being a preemie and it has been corrected with lenses/glasses. There was no facial dysmorphism, no skeletal anomalies. There was no physical evidence indicating side effects of medications.
The claimant’s behavior and attention span was appropriate although she is somewhat quiet. The claimant is in a normal classroom and is doing fairly well in school; she is in the fourth grade. She related to and interacts well with the examiner and her caregiver. Her affect is appropriate. Her speech, both quantity and quality is not completely spontaneous and is slightly decreased on imitation age appropriate. She appears to be somewhat shy although she did respond to my questions. Her receptive, expressive and communicative ability was age appropriate. Her general health shows no evidence of abnormality except for some decreased vision problems.
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DIAGNOSES:

HYPERACTIVE ATTENTION DEFICIT DISORDER WITH ANXIETY AND DEPRESSION – normal physical exam at this time. She is being treated with medications, appears to be well controlled. She is doing fairly well in school and appears to be a normal 9-year-old female. Her growth chart is normal at this time.
PROGNOSIS: Good.
