The patient is a 71-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice with history of COPD severe, requiring neb treatments on a regular basis and hypoxemia, using oxygen most of time. He has fatigue, weakness, tiredness, decreased mentation, pedal edema, cor pulmonale, right-sided heart failure, pulmonary hypertension, inevitable weight loss, chronic pain related to his knee pain and back pain and it is definitely getting worse despite being on Tylenol No. 3. He has a KPS of 40%. The patient’s LMAC is __________, but weight has gone down from 142 pounds to 135 pounds in the past four to six weeks. Continues to have swelling of the lower extremity and blood pressure is elevated at 177/113, repeat 150/92 despite taking his blood pressure medication. He does have 1+ edema. He would benefit from some sort of diuretic i.e. hydrochlorothiazide both to help with blood pressure as well as his edema. His blood pressure also may be related to pain and shortness of breath. His O2 saturation drops tremendously; again, today was 94% on room air, drops to 86-87% with walking a few steps. Temperature is 98.3. KPS is 40%. L-MAC __________. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
