CC: Fever and weakness.

HPI: A 76-year-old who I was called to see by the evening nurse, stating that the patient stated he did not feel well. His vital signs were taken. He had a temperature of 102 and was having by his report shaking with chills. When we went to see him, he had made his way from his room using his walker with his walker and then was found sitting on a dining room chair that had been moved into the hallway. He looked pale and somewhat frail. He was disagreeable with instruction, but finally allowed himself to be moved onto his rolling walker so he could be pushed back to his room. The patient denied headache, chest pain, or shortness of breath. I asked if he had had any discomfort with urination, he said no and then later stated that it burned and he was meaning that he was having dysuria. With assistance, we were able to get the patient onto his rolling walker and the nurse transported him back to his room.
Orders were given for a UA with C&S which we are attempting to obtain now and ceftriaxone 2 g IM to be given today with 1 g IM q.d. x 2 days. Once in room, the patient has been cooperative, trying to urinate but not been able to and is having fluids, tea, and grapes. We will follow up with the patient at the end of today.
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
