CC: Behavioral issues.

HPI: A 90-year-old wheelchair-bound patient with dementia and behavioral issues that seem to come and go. Today, she was very irritable with staff where they went to assist her in personal care for the day. She hit them and was disagreeable to assistance. Later, they were able to get her dressed. She seemed to calm down, but she had random comments like I have got a bomb and asking people they were going to get hurt. She then seemed just kind of distant and a bit aloof. Today when I went in, she was sleeping soundly. So later she had dinner in her room and staff reported that she did eat some, but she was quiet and disoriented as to where she was in time of day. The patient does have a diagnosis of dementia with behavioral issues. So, the question is whether that is what going on or is this indicative of something else. We will rule out UTI.

DIAGNOSES: Senile dementia with BPSD, wheelchair-bound and can propel herself, DM-II, CAD, HTN, and depression.

MEDICATIONS: Depakote 250 mg q.a.m. and 125 mg q.p.m. started today, nitrofurantoin 100 mg b.i.d. x3 days starts today, metoprolol 50 mg b.i.d., Protonix 40 mg q.d., Paxil 20 mg q.d., tramadol 50 mg q.d., vitamin C 1000 mg q.d., D3 1000 IUs q.d., Norvasc 2.5 mg q.d., Boudreaux’s paste b.i.d., clonidine 0.1 mg q.d., Plavix q.d., B12 1000 mcg q. month, icy hot to right knee and calf b.i.d., Isordil 5 mg b.i.d., and levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is resting comfortably. She did awaken later and ate in room.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 105/42, pulse 60, temperature 97.0, respirations 18, and weight 153.1 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has good neck and truncal stability in her manual wheelchair that she can propel freely. She is quite strong with it. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: Orientation x 1 to 2 depending the day. She speaks clearly. She voices her needs. She makes it known how she feels. She can listen in comprehend information when she chooses to.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Behavioral change somewhat acute today, rule out infectious etiology. UA with C&S is ordered and due to the acuteness of the change, nitrofurantoin 100 mg b.i.d. x3 days until we have culture results available.
