CC: Pill dysphagia.
HPI: A 91-year-old with advanced Alzheimer’s disease, now having dysphagia to pills, she is compliant with care and med aides and staff request medication crush order. I talked to her today that we are going to do that and asked if that was okay with her, she said yes and told her that she takes a few medications and she said that she took too many. So, I told her we could review it and discontinue those that are not necessary and she was in agreement. She is doing well. She and her husband were both in the dining room. They spend their daytime in a one apartment that is their living room and then they have another apartment that they go to bed in. There are no issues that are raised by staff.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced Alzheimer’s disease, DM II, HLD, CKD, HTN, OA and lumbar disc disease.
MEDICATIONS: Going forward, Bystolic 5 mg q.d., Centrum MVI q.d., docusate two caps. q.d., Lexapro 5 mg q.d., glipizide ER 5 mg a.m. a.c., levothyroxine 75 mcg q.d., and Namenda 5 mg q.d.
ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.
DIET: Regular and NCS.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert, pleasant and interactive.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She gets around in a wheelchair. She has good neck and truncal stability, can propel her chair with feet and has just trace ankle edema.
NEURO: Orientation x 1 to 2. She looks about randomly. Her speech is clear and she will just talk randomly, but can voice her need and lets you know if she understands what is being said. She is generally agreeable and affect appropriate to situation.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Pill dysphagia. Medication crush order written. I am discontinuing two nonessential supplements.
