HPI: An 88-year-old female who ambulates independently comes into the room. She is well groomed as usual and pleasant. The patient today denied any complaints. She sleeps good. Her appetite is good. Pain is controlled. She is social, coming out for activities and has a group of other residents that she sits with at mealtime. She has contact with her family and they also come into visit.

DIAGNOSES: MCI stable, HTN, HLD, depression, insomnia, and left eye visual loss.

MEDICATIONS: Coreg 37.5 mg q.a.m. and p.m., losartan 100 mg h.s., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., trazodone 50 mg h.s., and D3 1000 mcg q.d.

ALLERGIES: PCN.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is well groomed, pleasant, makes eye contact and able to give information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/68, pulse 68, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, and weight 143 pounds which is exactly what she weighed the last three months.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has good neck and truncal stability with an erect posture. She ambulates independently. She moves arms in a normal range of motion and has no lower extremity edema.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She is able to give information.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 30-day note. The patient has been stable with no acute medical issues. No falls and is independent in her ADLs.
