This is a 67-year-old gentleman who is being seen for the purpose of face-to-face evaluation. This face-to-face will be shared with the medical director. The patient’s current certification period is from _______.
His L-MAC is at 26.67 at this time demonstrating weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, not eating; all consistent with end-stage dementia.

His other medications were reviewed, which included naproxen, Coreg, Synthroid, Eliquis, lisinopril, and Neurontin.
The patient is quite thin, has muscle weakness and loss of muscle mass in the lower and upper extremities. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
He has lost another 3.5 pounds. He has increased confusion and behavioral issues. He is currently taking numerous medications including Seroquel to help him with his mentation especially at nighttime.

He is ADL dependent. His wife is no longer able to care for him. He does have a Foley catheter in place. He is drooling. He is eating less. He is losing weight. He has protein-calorie malnutrition. He has had a history of urinary tract infection which is the end result of his dementia and his senile degeneration of the brain and usually cause of death in these folks. He is eating about 20% of his meal where he was eating about 30% before. His Foley catheter is being changed on a monthly basis. His other comorbidities include neuropathy, hyperlipidemia, depression, anxiety, behavioral issues much worse to the point that his wife is no longer able to care for him at home, hypertension, BPH, atonic bladder, and chronic Foley catheter in place. The patient’s vital signs: O2 sat is at 96%, blood pressure is 160/70, and pulse is 82. Overall, prognosis remains poor for this gentleman. His pulse is at 100. He is quite confused. He does not make sense. He is not oriented to person, place, or time any longer, which is a change in his condition.
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
