CC: Sister requests patient check.

HPI: A 91-year-old female with advanced dementia is seen today at sister’s request. She is followed by Bristol Hospice and the nurse who had been here told the patient’s sister/POA Tony Lee was present in room when I did her exam. The patient was alert and attentive as well as cooperative.

DIAGNOSES: Moderately advanced dementia, generalized frailty, HTN, and HLD. The patient is now primarily a wheelchair-bound due to a neurologic as well as right lower leg issues. 
MEDICATIONS: Tums 750 mg b.i.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 10 mg h.s., Claritin 10 mg q.d., Megace 400 mg b.i.d., Namenda 10 mg q.d., and Protonix 40 mg b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: PCN.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is well groomed and alert, cooperative to exams.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/84, pulse 88, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, O2 sat 96%, and weight 99.6 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: She cooperates with deep inspiration. Her lung fields are clear. Slightly decreased bibasilar sounds secondary to effort. No cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. She said a few words clearly that were appropriate.

SKIN: Thin. Decreased integrity, but no breakdown noted.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Sister is concerned about crackles, pulmonary. Per my exam, I told her that her lung fields sounded clear and she had a good depth of inspiration. She was fine with hearing that. I think her concern is that in her words, her sister is susceptible to pneumonia. I reassured her that she does not by exam appear to have that is a current issue.
2. Anorexia. The patient has been on Megace since 12/22 and her weight has gone from 85 pounds to the current 99.6 pounds, a good response. We will continue.
