CC: Increased confusion with hallucinations.

HPI: An 82-year-old female followed by Providence Home Health. They have noted increased confusion as has staff and UA is requested. The patient has had some UTIs since admission. Her most recent was on 07/28/23 positive for Klebsiella pneumoniae. On 04/28/23, UTI positive for Klebsiella pneumoniae. On 06/03/23, UA obtain secondary to change in behavior. It was clear UA and not reflex for culture. When asked about the hallucinations, the patient stated that they often involved her deceased husband where she thought she saw him which she looked around or when she was sleeping, it would be on occasion about him. She has not been distressed about those dreams. On occasion, she thinks that she has seen other family members that have passed away. She does not think it is unusual or feels distressed by it. She shows me the scar on her right upper arm. It was biopsied here, positive for basal cell carcinoma and then she has been followed at the Stephenson Cancer Center. She asked me to look at her arm and I explained to her that what looks like a large incision was in order to get all of the cancer out both side to side and at depth, but the incision is nicely sutured and well healed.

DIAGNOSES: History of UTIs with behavioral changes, right upper arm basal cell carcinoma status post excision, dementia unspecified, HTN, hypothyroid, HLD, insomnia, and anxiety/depression.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/02/23 note.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

DIET: Regular. No shellfish.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is watching television in her recliner. She was alert and very engaging when I came into the room.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 80/60, pulse 77, temperature 96.8, respirations 18, and weight 220 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates with a walker. Denies any falls. She has trace lower extremity edema.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear. She starts talking and she goes from one topic to the next. She gives prolonged answers to the basic questions. When I asked about the hallucinations, she stated that yes and about people in her life especially her husband all who are deceased. She did not seem to find that unusual. She is alert and oriented x2 to 3. Affect congruent with what she is saying. She tends to be very animated.

SKIN: Right upper forearm, there is about a 5 cm vertical incision well healed. No tenderness to palpation.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Increased confusion with hallucinations which do not disturb her UA with C&S to rule out metabolic factor. If UA is negative then assess whether treatment for her hallucinations is necessary and that would be if it affected her sense of wellness or daily activities function.
2. Basal cell CA of right upper arm status post excision. I reassured her that they did a good job on the incision, but more importantly there were clean edges and the cancer is gone.
3. Unspecified dementia. Requests DON do an MMSC and we will see where her level of function is.
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
