CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 78-year-old who last week had issues with ambulation. He has a walker that was the appropriate height, but he took it apart mechanically wanting to see how it worked and was left with a walker that he has to bend over to use it, he is not able to look up and see what is going. He currently now has the walker that he had taken apart, daughter took it and had it fixed, he is using that and states that he likes it.

DIAGNOSES: Gait instability requires walker, multiple falls secondary to gait instability, advanced unspecified dementia, CAD, HTN, insomnia, anxiety, and depression.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

NEURO: He is sitting in the dining area with other residents. He is quiet, but appears comfortable. He made eye contact when I spoke to him. His orientation is x1 and responded to questions as to how he likes his new walker.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Observed the patient getting up, he did go to his walker instead of just walking off without it. He appears comfortable. He is tall, so he still has to stoop a little bit, but he is able to see straight ahead of him.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Gait instability, requires walker. He has a walker that has been fixed that is the appropriate height for him and he has been using it since last Friday.

2. Anemia. H&H are 12.7/37.1 and a platelet count of 142,000. Indices are WNL. The patient has no evidence of bleeding or easy bruising. We will just monitor at this point.

3. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein and ALB are 5.3/3.2. I am ordering a protein drink q.d.
