CC: Cerumen impaction.
HPI: A 73-year-old female fairly new to facility, has a history of cerumen impaction requiring ear drops for relief. Family feels that she has an excess secondary to decreased auditory acuity. She has no headache or physical pain. I think it is reasonable to do a trial of Debrox to see if that helps clear things up.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Cerumen accumulation in a patient with history of same and relief with ear drops. Debrox five drops per ear b.i.d. x4 days.

2. Form completion. The patient has presented a form that needs to be completed verifying need for long-term care placement. She has long-term care insurance and this form completion is required; it is completed, signed and given back to her.
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
