CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 92-year-old with annual labs seen in room. The patient and his wife have side-by-side recliners. He was fully reclined in his and sleeping, but did awaken. She tells me that he had a bad night but did not get into it. The patient did awake and made eye contact and was cooperative. I told him we needed to review his labs. The patient’s baseline CKD V with dialysis MWF, CHF, bilateral lower extremity edema with wounds followed by wound care, and BPH.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code despite advanced directive.

MEDICATIONS: Allopurinol 100 mg q.d., amiodarone 200 mg q.d., Abilify 5 mg q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., calcitriol 0.25 mcg MWF, Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d., folic acid 400 mcg q.d., Lasix 40 mg b.i.d., Megace 400 mg b.i.d., KCl 10 mEq q.d., PreserVision two caps q.d., Pro-Stat 30 mL q.d, Senna plus b.i.d., Flomax q.d., B12 1000 mcg q.d. and D3 1000 IU q.d.,

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert after awakening and cooperative.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has +2 pitting edema of his right leg and +1 of the left leg. He has dressing on few wounds in his lower extremities, but they are healing and bilateral wounds are healed.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x2 has to be prompted for date. His voice is clear. He is able to communicate his needs. He can be HOH and it is not always clear that he understands given information.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CKD V. BUN and creatinine are 80.6 and 4.13 increased from 40.1 and 2.56.

2. Anemia. H&H are 9.8 and 29.2 with normal indices not unexpected in advanced renal disease the patient without symptoms.

3. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein 5.2, albumin 2.8. Recommended protein drink q.d.
