CC: Followup on respiratory infection.

HPI: A 93-year-old was seen last week with complaints of not feeling well and CXR done which returned with bibasilar opacities consistent with pneumonia started on Levaquin 750 mg q.d. x7 days. She has taken the antibiotic without complaint. She stays quietly in her room keeping her O2 in place continuously and it is at 2.5. Today, she asked me she wants to make sure it was the right setting and reassured her it was. I told her that she is going to get up and try to adjust it, which she has done. The O2 is humidified. She is concerned the waters too full and getting into her nose. I reassured her that it is long way to travel before and there is no moisture remaining. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Thin elderly female seated quietly with her nasal cannula off when seen.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/57, pulse 73, temperature 98.1, respirations 18.

HEENT: Conjunctivae clear. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is thin. Her skin is dry. I told her she needs to stay hydrated and make sure that she eats her meals and I will have staff check on her as well.
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
