This is an 80-year-old woman, single with two children. She is retired of course. She has done different types of jobs in the past. She used to work for Pizza Hut and other retail restaurant businesses. She is currently on hospice with diagnosis of _________. She also has a history of hypertension, DJD, partial colectomy and tubal ligation. The patient needs help with ADL. She does wear a diaper because of occasional bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient’s debility has caused few falls in the past few weeks. She has a walker that she uses and a Rollator, but she feels very uncomfortable using both. She also has demonstrated decreased appetite, decreased weight noted by decreased skin turgor, abdominal circumference. She also has a history of forgetfulness, mild dementia, and anxiety. She lives with her son who is in the hospital at this time and her daughter. The patient does require pain medication around the clock. The pain has affected her appetite and her ability to ambulate. The patient’s PPS is at 50%. MAC is at 39 cm. ECOG score is 3. The patient was found to have a blood pressure of 160/95, pulse of 88, respirations 18 and O2 sat 97%.
