HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 65-year-old gentleman comes in today with severe ear pain, swelling on the right side of the neck, possible abscess formation, history of fatty liver, history of possible long COVID, leg pain, arm pain, history of fatty liver as I mentioned. He has been married five years this past time. They have three kids altogether.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Migraine headaches.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Knee surgery bilaterally, neck surgery, right wrist surgery, and right hand surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Only metformin. Some doctor gave him metformin because she thought it would help him lose weight and he was prediabetic. His blood work was done at a different facility, not at our facility.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None, but he has had COVID in the past.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He has never been a heavy smoker or heavy drinker in the past. He is a Federal Labor Law employee. He is a horse rancher. He works with horses. He has had many championships under his belt. He does not smoke. He does not drink. Lives with his wife of five years with a couple of children.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of cancer. Mother also had breast cancer. Father had skin cancer, but died of old age.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 220 pounds; he has gained about 10 or 15 pounds recently. Oxygen saturation 97%. Temperature 97.8. Respirations 22. Pulse 114. Blood pressure 153/86.
HEENT: TMs are red especially on the right side. There is huge lymphadenopathy noted on the right side. There is also evidence of otitis media and otitis externa on the right side. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No meningismus.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Otitis media.

2. Otitis externa.

3. Treat with Rocephin 1 g now.

4. Toradol 60 mg now.
5. Cortisporin Otic suspension.

6. Keflex 500 mg two tablets four times a day.
7. We looked at his lymph nodes in the neck. There was no evidence of abscess formation.
8. We looked at his fatty liver. There is slight fatty liver present.
9. His carotid ultrasound shows mild stenosis.

10. Echocardiogram within normal limits.

11. History of metabolic syndrome.

12. Continue with metformin; I am not sure if is 500 mg or 1000 mg.

13. History of leg pain and arm pain. This was all multifactorial. No PVD noted.
14. He does have history of BPH.
15. Bladder spasm noted.
16. Lab work is up-to-date.

17. We will get a copy of his lab work for the office as well.

18. BPH with mild symptoms.

19. No work for the next three days.

20. Finish the antibiotics.

21. Call if any changes noted or not improved in the next two to three days.
