HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 22-year-old young lady comes in today complaining of pelvic pain. The patient just had a baby 6 to 8 months ago. The patient during the childbirth had to have transfusion because she was very anemic even though it was not catastrophic or emergency transfusion. She did have episiotomy.

She has been having issues with symptoms of PID, pelvic pain for sometime. Her OB/GYN had her on antibiotics for a longtime, then put her on Diflucan and that really did not help, now she is having pain with sex eight months after her pregnancy. She is having no issues with her period. Her periods are normal. She was not diagnosed with endometriosis. She has had some nausea. No vomiting. No hematemesis, hematochezia, leg pain, dizziness most likely related to the anemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None. Pregnancy times one. She has a baby. She is 22 years old.
MEDICATIONS: Iron, but she is not taking it. Prenatals none.
ALLERGIES: None.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink alcohol. She does not use drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above, consistent with pelvic pain, dizziness, leg pain, arm pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight, I do not have. Blood pressure 120/60. Pulse 88. Respirations 18. Afebrile.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
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ABDOMEN: Soft. There is some tenderness noted over the bladder.
SKIN: No rash.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows no edema.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Bladder pain.
2. Pelvic ultrasound is within normal limits.

3. No evidence of right-sided pain.
4. No sign of appendicitis.

5. Check blood work.
6. Treat the patient as PID.

7. Diflucan 200 mg once a day.

8. Doxycycline 100 mg a day.

9. Rocephin 1 g now.

10. Come back in a week.

11. Definitely not pregnant, she tells me.

12. Her period was just a few days ago.
13. Because of her leg pain and arm pain, we looked at her lower and upper extremities. No DVT noted.

14. No sign of gallstones noted.

15. No fatty liver.

16. Carotid ultrasound within normal limits in face of dizziness.

17. Echocardiogram within normal limits in face of palpitations.

18. Findings were discussed with the patient at length before leaving my office.

19. We will come back for a recheck in next week.
