ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PATIENT: Cain, Delila
DATE OF BIRTH: 10/21/1970
DATE OF PROCEDURE: 10/04/2023
PHYSICIAN: Yevgeniya Goltser-Veksler, D.O.

PROCEDURE PERFORMED:
1. Esophagogastroduodenoscopy with cold forceps biopsy.
2. Colonoscopy with cold snare polypectomy and cold forceps polypectomy.

INDICATION OF PROCEDURE: Weight loss and early satiety.
DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service (Monitored Anesthesia Care). A well-lubricated Olympus video gastroscope was introduced into the esophagus and advanced under direct vision to the third portion of the duodenum. Careful examination was made of the duodenal bulb, second and third portion of the duodenum, stomach, GE junction, and esophagus. A retroflex view was obtained of the cardia. Air was suctioned from the stomach before withdrawal of the scope. 

The patient was then turned around in the left lateral position. A digital rectal examination was normal. A well-lubricated Olympus video colonoscope was introduced into the rectum and advanced under direct vision to the cecum, which was identified by the presence of appendiceal orifice, ileocecal valve, and confluence of folds. Careful examination was made of the cecum, ileocecal valve, ascending colon, hepatic flexure, transverse colon, splenic flexure, descending colon, sigmoid colon, and the rectum. A retroflex view was obtained of the rectum. Bowel prep was good. The patient tolerated the entire procedure well without any complications.

FINDINGS:
1. Upper endoscopy: There was evidence of two polyps, one in the antrum and one in the body, both measuring about 1 cm. Biopsies were obtained for histology. Biopsies were obtained from the antrum and body to rule out H. pylori. The duodenal sweep demonstrated some abnormal mucosa which was biopsied for histology. The duodenum was also biopsied to rule out celiac disease. The GE junction was located at 35 cm from the bite block. This was mildly irregular and biopsied for histology. There was evidence of concentric rings in the esophagus which was also biopsied to rule out EOE. There was a small hiatal hernia.
2. Colonoscopy: There were three polyps removed. One was removed via cold snare polypectomy; it was 5 mm, in the rectum. The next one was in ascending colon; this was about 6 mm and was removed with cold snare polypectomy. The transverse one was about 10 mm and was removed with cold snare polypectomy. There were three polyps in the rectosigmoid which were all diminutive and removed with cold biopsy polypectomy. There was right-sided diverticulosis.
IMPRESSION:
1. Six colon polyps removed at colonoscopy today. There were mild internal hemorrhoids. There was right-sided diverticulosis. Otherwise unremarkable colonoscopy. 
2. There was mild nonspecific nodularity of abnormal mucosa in the duodenal bulb which was biopsied for histology. There were two ulcers in the stomach which were also biopsied for histology. Small hiatal hernia. 
PLAN:
1. Follow up biopsy pathology.

2. Avoid nonsteroidal antiinflammatory drugs. Antireflux precautions were explained. 

3. The patient will be started on twice a day omeprazole 20 mg for eight weeks, then daily one.

4. The patient will need a repeat endoscopy in eight weeks and repeat colonoscopy in three years pending pathology.

5. Followup visit in three weeks in the office.

6. On followup visit, we will obtain CAT scan for further information regarding weight loss.
