She has lost weight from the last certifications, at least 2.5 pounds, has had recurrent urinary tract infection requiring antibiotics which is the hallmark of endstage dementia and happens shortly before people pass away, increased confusion, memory loss of course have been an issue for sometime. The patient’s daughter is Alicia who is her primary caregiver tells us that she is eating very little, decreased appetite, weight loss, child-like appetite now, pureed food required all the time, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, also has developed pressure ulcers about the sacrum that require changing on every other day basis. The patient does have some pain issues and some sundowner syndrome, bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL also as a hallmark of endstage Alzheimer’s dementia. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live and continues to be hospice appropriate.
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
