Mr. Johns is a 66-year-old black gentleman with history of COPD. He is using his nebulizer around the clock. His O2 sat is stable. The patient is ADL dependent. He has lost tremendous amount of weight. He has severe weakness in his lower extremity. He speaks in a whisper. He has shortness of breath with activity. He has lower extremity trace edema related to cor pulmonale. Mr. Johns is originally from Houston, Texas and has not worked for sometime. He also suffers from anxiety, air hunger, and hypertension. His blood pressure is controlled now that he has lost tremendous amount of weight. He has a KPS score of 40%. The caretaker tells me that he is not able to get to the bathroom, so he has bowel and bladder incontinence. He is ADL dependent. He stays in his recliner 16 to 18 hours a day, then he is put in bed at night. He eats very little, has a very little appetite and found to be tachycardic with a heart rate of 98, O2 saturation of 95% on room air consistent with pulmonary hypertension and cor pulmonale and end-stage COPD.
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
