This 95-year-old woman is currently on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain. The patient weighs around 70 pounds. She eats very little. She has severe malnutrition, bowel and bladder incontinence, ADL dependence, bed bound totally. She no longer has her PEG tube because family ______ removed it. She is also ADL dependent. KPS score is at 40%. She is very difficult to move because of frailty in bed and takes two people to move her in bed per Fadia, the patient’s caretaker that I spoke to today. The patient’s weight loss is unavoidable. She has lost the ability to assimilate any intake even though she has very little intake at this time. The patient meets the criteria for senile degeneration of the brain. She speaks one or two words, most of the time, she is unintelligible. She has dry mucosal membrane consistent with volume depletion. Again, KPS score is 40%. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
