This is a 93-year-old woman, currently on hospice with diagnosis of CVA. She also suffers from sacral pressure ulcer stage III, seizure, dementia, protein-calorie malnutrition, aphasia, history of quadriplegia, constipation, and bed bound. She has contractures of the lower extremity. She is confused, but sometimes she has more lucid times and she is oriented to person and place. The patient has a PPS of 30% currently with total assist. The patient is eating about 30% of her meals now unless she is fed; even then, it is 40%. The patient refuses to eat more than one to two meals a day. The patient’s mental status continues to decline. Her weight continues to decline. L-MAC is gone down basically effect of her protein-calorie malnutrition and weight loss; it is 20 cm at this time. She is incontinent of bowl and bladder. History of constipation, requires multiple medications. Pain is controlled with current medication regimen. The patient is high risk of aspiration, having the bed elevated at 40 degrees when she is fed. Given natural progression of her disease, the patient most likely has less than six months to live. The patient’s son is aware of her grave prognosis as well. The patient is being evaluated by wound nurse regarding her stage III sacral decubitus ulcer.
On today’s visit, O2 saturation on room air was 96% with a blood pressure of 132/78.
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
