PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake and alert, no acute distress noted.

EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No CVA tenderness.
SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

GENITALIA: Exam is deferred at this time.
LABS: The patient unable to provide urine sample.
ASSESSMENT: Presumptive urinary tract infection without hematuria.

PLAN: We will give her antibiotics for coverage and advised to follow up as needed. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
