CC: UA followup.
HPI: An 82-year-old female, UA was done. She was having some behavioral changes two weeks to the present so given her history of UTIs with behavioral changes UA indicated. When seen in room she was interested to know what the results were so I reviewed with her and she seemed to understand. She states her sleeping is fine. Her PO intake is fair. She has been staying in room for meals. I encouraged her to start coming out she starting to isolate.

DIAGNOSES: History of UTIs with behavioral changes, unspecified dementia, HTN, insomnia, anxiety/depression, and hypothyroid.

MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 5 mg q.d., Os-Cal q.d., cran cap 500 mg q.d., estradiol Monday and Thursdays, Pepcid 20 mg q.d., levothyroxine 112 mcg q.d., Claritin 10 mg q.d., losartan 100 mg q.d., melatonin 5 mg q.d., Seroquel 25 mg q.d., Evista q.d., Zoloft 100 mg q.d., and trimethoprim 100 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular. No shellfish.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is sitting comfortably in her recliner.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 124/67, pulse 70, temperature 98.2, respirations 16, and weight 210 pounds and weight loss of 10 pounds from 09/27 note.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech is clear, ask questions regarding the results and what will do about it. I explained it to her, she seemed to understand and is glad that it was caught.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: I have not seen her out of her recliner for the time that I have seen her. She does have a walker that she uses has not had any fall since here. Exam of her legs she has just got trace ankle and distal pretibial edema.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: UTI. Organism is Klebsiella pneumoniae (ESBL). Levaquin 500 mg q.d. for seven days. A followup UA will be done on 10/16.
