CC: Right leg swelling.
HPI: A 90-year-old who has had progressive swelling of her right lower extremity for the past week. The patient is ambulatory. She was less ambulatory for a couple of days and now is continuing to walk around. No indication of pain. She is followed by Valir hospice with nurse Carrie who saw her today and ordered a DVT of her right lower extremity. Radiologist final reading was received and there is evidence of DVT in the right lower extremity and it would include the distal femoral vein, popliteal vein and a branch of the posterior tibial vein. I contacted the patient’s daughter/medical POA Diane Kennedy and told her of the findings. Her mother was not in any pain or distress and it would be treated with anticoagulant and explained the use of Eliquis and the question of how long it would have to be used unclear. I told her that given her mother’s advanced dementia and the possibility of gait instability if it became a greater risk than benefit then it would be discontinued.

DIAGNOSES: Right lower extremity DVT and PE.
A & P: Eliquis 10 mg b.i.d x7 days then 5 mg b.i.d. thereafter and again this was reviewed with the patient’s medical POA daughter Diane and message to her hospice nurse.
CPT 99350 and direct POA contacted 20 minutes.
