HPI: A 94-year-old female with advanced vascular dementia and anxiety disorder, has acclimated well to memory care. She walks around the facility with her manual wheelchair. She is always well groomed. She requires staff assist. Initially she is resistant, but they are able to get her to cooperate. She does like to have staff attending to her and seeks out staff attention. At times it can be interruptive. If another patient is being attended to by staff, she wants to get in the middle of it and see what they are doing and it is just a continual redirection issue. The patient otherwise is pleasant and agreeable going to activities and meals.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced vascular dementia, anxiety disorder, DM II, HTN, dry eye syndrome, macular degeneration, and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Gabapentin 100 mg t.i.d., glipizide 5 mg b.i.d. a.c., Tylenol 500 mg one tablet b.i.d., hydralazine 25 mg t.i.d., Norco 5/325 one tablet q.d., Imdur 30 mg q.d., losartan 100 mg q.d., Lotemax one drop OU b.i.d., metformin 250 mg b.i.d., Hiprex 1 g b.i.d., Remeron 7.5 mg h.s., Corgard 40 mg q.d., omeprazole 40 mg q.d., Paxil 20 mg q.d., Ativan 0.25 mg currently b.i.d. is being increased to t.i.d., and Zoloft 50 mg is being increased to 100 mg q.d.
