HPI: An 86-year-old with unspecified dementia, increase in behavioral issues. She has become more aggressive toward staff and other residents both verbally and physically and she is non-directable. A trial of ABH gel 2/25/2 mg/mL was tried and it seemed to take a little bit and then she became a little quieter and instead of looking around at the residents, intimidatingly just sat down at a chair one of the tables. She remained awake and looked around, but not a problem behaviorally. Other behavioral issues that are new for her are stealing residents’ belongings, going into their room or taking things off their wheelchairs or walkers and taking food off their plate while they are eating.
HOSPICE: Legacy Family Hospice.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is walking around. She is alert, difficult to redirect, became quiet, but awake when after ABH gel was applied.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/56, pulse 38, temperature 99.1, respirations 18, weight 134 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient is in a manual wheelchair that she can propel and is weight-bearing, at times requires a transfer assist. She moves her arms and legs within a normal range of motion.
NEURO: Orientation x 1, she speaks when she wants to, but it is often random and out of context. Anymore she is easily agitated. She is not able to do anymore exam.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Increased agitation and BPSD. ABH gel 2/25/2 mg/mL 1 mL to be given at 10 a.m. and 4 p.m. for a diagnosis of BPSD, sundowning and will assess her response with adjustments made it as needed.
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
