The patient was seen by Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Anna is a 70-year-old single Caucasian female living in an extended care facility. She was cooperative and appropriate. She is complaining of bad allergies, runny nose, and not able to sleep but denies any depression, any suicidal, or homicidal thoughts. She is not feeling of hopelessness, helpless, or worthlessness. She is still taking pain medication for her chronic back pain. The patient is lamotrigine 150 mg daily, melatonin 10 mg daily, lamotrigine 50 mg daily, and Seroquel 50 mg at bedtime. I further explained the risk and benefit of the medications. Currently, she states that she is not going for outdoor activities and does not have too many friends. She still stay to herself but she is getting connected with her daughters by phone. The patient was looking more calm, relaxed, and cooperative. No irritability or agitation was noted. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia, restlessness, or tremors.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorders symptomatically stable and chronic back pain.

PLAN: Continue with the supportive care. 30-day supply was ordered.
