The patient was seen by Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie is a 66-year-old married Caucasian male who has been in treatment for schizoaffective disorder. The patient described that he has been compliance with the medication. He still is having mild tremors in his hand but no oral dyskinetic movement. The patient has been taking Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime, 100 mg in morning, and 100 mg at noon, and Depakote 500 mg at bedtime. I further discussed risk and benefit of the medication. The patient was seen via audio but he was not able to open the video. His wife also tried but was not succeeded. The patient was invited to see me in my office during next appointment. The patient was alert and oriented. Mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. There was no suicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucinations or delusions. Judgment and insight is limited. The patient denies any problem or any confrontation with his wife.

PLAN: Continue with the supportive plan. A 30-days supply was ordered. The patient denies any oral dyskinetic movement. There was no akathisia, restlessness, or any symptoms of tardive dyskinesia. A followup appointment was given in 30 days.
