CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of severe low back pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she noticed a lump which is very painful in the low back by the sacrum and it is painful to touch. The patient never had this problem in the past. The patient stated that the pain is radiating from that to the back and lower extremities and also feels feverish.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or blood in the stools.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Heart rate 91 beats per minute. There is no cardiac murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

Low back examination reveals tenderness of the skin lump consistent with abscess. There is redness. There is no open wound. The patient is able to walk with a slow gait.
