CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after ophthalmologic examination.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had an ophthalmologic examination at University of Illinois. The patient had double vision and at that time they told him to get an evaluation by a neuro-ophthalmologist. Basic eye examination was unremarkable.
The patient also came today as a followup after laboratory tests showed blood in the urine on annual physical laboratory tests. The patient does not have any symptoms at this time.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, exposure to infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient had urinary tract infection when he was in Columbia and he does not remember if he got antibiotics or not, but he was given some medication and after that he was feeling fine.

Also, the patient gained weight and he was advised on low-carb diet and also to do stretching exercises. The patient came today with his mother and was also told to follow diet and exercise regularly. Mother stated that she is going to monitor him closely. 
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his mother. He finished his high school. The patient is doing volunteer work. There is no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use or substance abuse. The patient has no friends. In the daytime, he used to feel lonely; however, now doing the volunteer work and he is enjoying it.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Obese and soft without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
