CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left thumb joint pain, pain of the right elbow and blood in the urine.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed pain in the left thumb joint and the pain level is 4 or 5 upon exertion and it is relieved after resting. The patient does not remember doing any heavy work. No other joints are painful. 
The patient has pain in the right elbow olecranon and __________ at work. Now he is feeling much better. There are no injuries. 

The patient had recent urinalysis and it showed a few RBCs. The patient does not have any burning in urination. No rashes. After this, the patient has been feeling much better. 

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for mild heartburn and he does not have it for the past several months.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative for kidney stone or polyarthritis.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and does a full-time job. His work is involved with machines. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. There is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the left thumb joint. There is no significant deformity. There are no open wounds or redness.

Right elbow examination reveals no significant tenderness of the olecranon area. No skin changes.
