CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of low back pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was at work when he felt low back pain and it was an excruciating pain radiating to the legs and the pain level was 9/10. The patient could not function and he told his supervisor and left home. The patient continues to have pain and this happens whenever he overdoes work. The patient came today for a refill on his Norco medication.
The patient has a history of significant spinal stenosis and disc protrusion and has seen neurosurgeon and had minimal invasive surgery.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied fever, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or rashes.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals soft tissue tenderness of the lumbar spine and forward flexion is painful at 35 degrees. Lateral flexions are also painful and most painful is weightbearing and walking. 
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
