CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 73-year-old gentleman seen in the room for baseline lab review. He was alert and understood what was presented. Earlier, the patient was observed doing physical therapy with therapist. He walks at a good pace, taking his time, steady and upright, and has had no recent falls. The patient has requested that the focus be on occupational therapy for a couple of weeks as he feels comfortable with the physical therapy as he ambulates and has since his admission.

DIAGNOSES: Hypertension, DM II, BPH, depressive disorder, and hyperlipidemia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from note on 09/17/24.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is well developed, well nourished, well groomed and pleasant when seen.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 114/64, pulse 50, temperature 97.6, respirations 16, and weight 183 pounds.

HEENT: Male pattern baldness. Conjunctivae clear. Glasses in place. Moist oral mucosa.

CARDIAC: He has an occasional irregular beat. No murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: In room, ambulates independently, steady and upright. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion. No lower extremity edema. He goes from sit to stand and vice versa without difficulty.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor. No bruising or other lesions noted.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CMP review. All labs WNL.

2. CBC review. All values are WNL with the exception of an MCV that is mildly macrocytic at 103.0.
3. For right now, we will follow as the patient defers an additional medication.

4. Magnesium level well within normal at 2.5.

5. History of DM II, not on medication for this issue, but he would like to know what his A1c is. It was ordered, results pending.
