CC: Skin issues.

HPI: A 58-year-old gentleman with primary progressive MS. He is wheelchair bound to bed and is now having some redness with a little discomfort to bilateral groin areas. He cannot tell if there is a foul odor. He denies any bleeding, not particularly painful, but he is aware of something there that should not be. The patient was also in PT. He does therapy with the Onsite therapist and appears to be doing well. He also cut the bush of hair that he has and it looks very nice and he laughed about it as well.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cutaneous candida. Due to the redness and inflammation, Diflucan 200 mg p.o. x 1 and then Nystatin powder will be placed to the clean groin area every morning and 2 p.m. and at h.s. The skin will be cleaned again and a thin layer of Nystatin cream and this will be done until redness is resolved, then routine Nystatin powder to skin q.a.m. and 2 p.m.
