CC: Constipation.

HPI: A 75-year-old female with advanced dementia who is wheelchair bound. She spends her days propelling herself around the facility in her wheelchair, but apart from that there is no other physical activity. The patient had a difficult bowel movement earlier today and finally when she was able to pass a large bolus of stool, she had some bright red blood per rectum, a small amount. Review of the patient’s medications shows that she has Senna Plus one tablet p.o. b.i.d. and generally has a fairly good bowel pattern that is soft. Given today’s incident, a p.r.n. order for stool softener is written and I have spoken with staff about it.

DIAGNOSES: Constipation with bright red blood per rectum passing BM. Now if the patient goes three days or more without a BM, then on the third day she is to be given 6 ounces of warm prune juice with 30 mL of MOM, give the initial dose followed with some water and she should pass a bowel movement without difficulty.
