CC: Behavioral issues.
HPI: A 70-year-old female was walking around outside when I arrived to facility and then later was observed walking around the unit talking to different residents and some of them she was teasing. Staff reports that the patient has had an increase in overall attention seeking behaviors that have not had the desired outcome of increased attention from other residents, but rather they call her out as faking and ignoring her. The patient has been in residence since 09/03/2024. When I spoke with the patient about the fake fainting that she is doing or the emotional outburst that she will have just spontaneously crying or saying that she was just left here and she does not have anybody. Patients have not responded to her with sympathy or attention and it has been further upsetting to her. I am in talking with her it is clear that she has limited insight into why people are avoiding her.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, CVA history, chronic pain syndrome, hypothyroid, chronic seasonal allergies, hard of hearing, Crohn’s disease, overactive bladder and unspecified asthma stable.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 09/17/2024 note.
ALLERGIES: CODEINE, AMOXICILLIN, SULFA, PCN, and BENZYL ALCOHOL.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
DIET: Regular.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert. She is smiling and appears to be in good spirits and just walking around randomly.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 133/86, pulse 86, temperature 97.0, and respiratory rate 18. Her weight is 139 pounds. She is 5’3”.
HEENT: She has full-thickness hair that is short and groomed. Conjunctivae clear. Nares patent. She is edentulous.

NECK: Supple with clear carotids.
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CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion. No lower extremity edema. Intact radial pulses. She is steady and upright.

SKIN: Warm, dry, intact with good turgor.
NEURO: She is alert and oriented x3. Her speech is clear. She can make her needs known and then when discussing her behavioral issues she becomes upset and then acts as though she is crying, but there is no tears and asked me why people do not like her or not paying attention to her and then she wants to know whether avoiding her and trying to get her to see possible reasons. She then evades and changed the subject.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Behavioral issues with attention seeking, feigning fainting and emotional outbursts. Seroquel 25 mg a.m. and h.s. We will monitor response over the next week and then followup in a week and assess how she is doing, monitoring for side effects and make decision about any need to adjust medication.
