HPI: The patient is an 80-year-old gentleman seen in room he was actually in bed sleeping at the noon hour. His dog was in the closet barking quite loudly but did not make any aggressive moves. The patient did awake and he was quiet and did open his eyes and was soft-spoken responded to questions. I was notable for the patient having bilateral black eyes and his nose was swollen and he had some type of dressing over the bridge. When I asked what happened, the patient stated hat he was not sure he fell in his apartment and did not have much more information than that. Overall, I asked if he was having pain he stated he always has pain. Previously pain management was discussed and we tried Tylenol routinely three times daily. He initially had some benefit, but stated it does not work anymore and he is receptive to a different medication.
DIAGNOSES: Gait instability with falls, new broken nose per a fall, COPD, HTN, osteoarthritis, and paranoid schizophrenia with unspecified psychosis.

MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 10 mg q.d., HCTZ 25 mg q.d., Toprol 25 mg q.d., KCl 10 mEq q.d., Depakote 250 mg q.d., MVI q.d., and I am starting Norco 7.5 mg one p.o. t.i.d. routine.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient alert and cooperative after awakening.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/87, pulse 72, temperature 97.1, respiratory rate 18 and 194 pounds.
HEENT: Full thickness hair. Bilateral sclerae are clear. He has purple bruising under both eyes. Nares patent. Nose is swollen with the bandage across the bridge of his nose.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Later I did see him out in the unit for lunch in his wheelchair and he has trace lower extremity edema of the ankle only.
NEURO: He is alert and oriented x2 to 3. Speech is clear. He was a little gruff and did not feel well and able to voice his needs.
SKIN: Skin is intact. He has no mouth swelling.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Broken nose. This is post fall occurred in room and he acknowledges later that the dog was in the way and he lost his balance so he has been evaluated at this point there is nothing further except to give time for healing.

2. Chronic pain with increase Norco 7.5 mg one p.o. t.i.d. This is new for the patient and we will see how he does.
