This is a 66-year-old male who is admitted to Skilled Nursing Facility from the hospital because he was not able to take care of himself.  He fell out of tractor and was found to have seizure and hit his head and had subarachnoid hemorrhage and subdural hematoma, which was treated non-surgically.  He was seen by psychiatrist and his psychotropic medications were resumed, which he was not taking it.  He is living out of his car.  His sister is at bedside.  He is feeling much better now.  He is alert, awake, oriented x 3 and ambulating with mild weakness.  He is eating well.
PMH:
Significant for hypertension, type II diabetes, bipolar disorder, and seizure disorder.
FH:
Noncontributory.

SH:
Smokes up to one-pack a day.  Denies drinking or any drug abuse.
ALLERGIES:
None.

MEDICATIONS:

ROS:
As per history of present illness.

PE:
The patient is conscious, alert, awake, oriented x3, and hemodynamically stable.

HEENT:  Pupils are equal and reactive to light.

NECK:  Supple.  No JVD.

HEART:  S1 and S2 regular.  No gallop.
LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry.
ABDOMEN:  Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES:  No pedal edema.

CNS:  No gross sensory or motor deficit is noted.
LABS & HOSPITAL RECORDS:  Reviewed.

A:
Fall leading to subdural hematoma and subarachnoid hemorrhage, type II diabetes, hypertension, and seizure disorder.
P:
The patient is admitted to Skilled Nursing Facility after acute life threatening event and hospitalization.  Significant amount of time more than 50 minutes was spent reviewing the patient’s old medical records including labs, imaging, reviewing plan of care with nursing and rehab team.  The patient is hemodynamically stable.  I discussed the future plan of care with patient, nursing staff and the patient’s sister at bedside and probably family will be taking him in after the discharge from here because the patient is homeless and he understands not to stop his medications and .followup with psychiatrist and PCP as outpatient.
