She has hypothyroidism for 12 years and her symptoms suggestive of thyroid hormone imbalance. She is having occasional shakes and tremors.

Past history is notable for hypertension *__________*

Social History: She works as a *__________* at school and college.

Current Medication: Levothyroxine 0.075 mg daily and losartan 100 mg daily.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 142/___, weight *__________* pounds, and BMI is 34. Pulse was 70 per minute. The thyroid gland was not palpable and there is no neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

I reviewed recent lab test, I do note her TSH of 1.35, which is normal.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism, likely secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

I recommended to continue with current levothyroxine 0.075 mg daily and *__________*.
Followup visit in one year.
