ALLERGIES: SULFA DRUGS and WELLBUTRIN.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and father died of old age.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient has been losing weight, not eating, very weak, tired, sleeping a lot, has had increased agitation and using a walker to get around. She also requires help with ADL at the facility.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/88. Pulse 92. Respirations 18. Afebrile.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows pedal edema mild.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Dementia with behavioral issues.

2. Requires Seroquel and trazodone to help her sleep.

3. Schizoid affective disorder.

4. Agitation.

5. Tardive dyskinesia on Cogentin.

6. Muscle spasm.

7. Hyperlipidemia.

8. Seizure disorder.

9. Overall prognosis remains grave with worsening condition regarding weight loss, not eating, weakness, tiredness, sleeping a lot and having increased behavioral issues.
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
