Dear Sirs at Nimkee:

This is a followup for Mr. Waynee with chronic kidney disease probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in April.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Diagnosis of dementia and probably vascular type, also seeing neurology complaining of dizziness mostly unsteadiness.  Low blood pressure at home.  Appetite down.  No reported upper or lower gastrointestinal symptoms.  Has frequency and nocturia but no infection, cloudiness or blood.  Presently no major edema.
Review of System:  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight the low dose of Coreg and losartan.  On cholesterol and triglyceride treatment.  New medication Lamictal.  I review the cognitive assessment from Dr. Moeggenber.  I reviewed the report of the CT scan and MRI.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure was 106/50 on the right, immediately standing 80/50.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Overweight of the abdomen.  Minimal edema.  Some tremors on standing probably worse on the left comparing to the right.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.48 still is baseline representing a GFR 48 stage III.  Low albumin.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 11.9.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Blood pressure in the low side with significant postural changes.  Echocardiogram normal ejection fraction.  His low blood pressure and limited mobility are compromising quality of life.  Losartan will be discontinued.  He will continue the same low dose of Coreg.  No need for EPO treatment.  Monitor nutrition, low albumin.  Follow with neurology about the left-sided encephalomalacia of the temporal lobe, his vascular dementia and others.  He already has fallen multiple times so far no fracture or trauma to the head.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
