Dear Dr. Boyk:
This is a followup for Richard with chronic kidney disease, diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in April.  No hospital visit.  Doing low sodium.  Two meals a day.  Stable weight.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Constipation, no bleeding.  Has prostate symptoms of decreased urination flow.  Some frequency.  Minor incontinence but no infection, cloudiness or blood.  Presently no chest pain, dyspnea or claudication symptoms.  Still smoking unfortunately one and half to two packs per day with chronic cough clear sputum.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.
Recent repeat arterial Doppler shows the presence of right-sided stent, which is open.
Review of Systems:  Negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Farxiga, metoprolol, valsartan, amlodipine and anticoagulated with Xarelto.
Physical Examination:  Tall and slender.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  No distress person.  Few rhonchi and COPD abnormalities but no rales, pleural effusion or consolidation.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from October, creatinine 1.7 question progression it is higher than baseline.  Present GFR 41.  No anemia.  Metabolic acidosis 19.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Normal calcium, albumin and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III question progression, renal artery stenosis with a stent on the right-sided, which is open.  No symptoms of uremia or dialysis.  Metabolic acidosis.  Denies diarrhea.  Has symptoms of enlargement of the prostate lower urinary tract.  No phosphorus binders.  No need to change diet for potassium.  Other chemistries stable.  Continue to monitor every six months.  He is not ready to discontinue smoking despite extensive documented atherosclerosis.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
