Dear Dr. Power:

This is a followup for Mrs. Sun.  Comes accompanied with son who helps to translate to English.  Last visit in April.  Extensive review of systems appears to be negative.  Weight is stable.  Doing relatively low salt.  Plans for traveling to Taiwan for two months in December and January.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Tolerating lisinopril and amlodipine.
Physical Examination:  Weight 125 and blood pressure 130/70 on the left.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  Very pleasant.  No respiratory distress.  She speaks Chinese.  No evidence of facial asymmetry.
Labs:  Chemistries September, creatinine 1.29, which is baseline representing a GFR of 40 stage IIIB.  Anemia 11.8.  Upper potassium.  Normal sodium and acid base.  Elevated calcium.  Normal albumin.  Normal B12.  Prior phosphorus not elevated.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Relatively small kidneys 9.2 and 9.5 right and left without obstruction or severe urinary retention.  It was 93 a year ago.  Blood pressure by myself well controlled.  Continue ACE inhibitors Norvasc.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  The calcium is high, but not previously.  We will monitor.  Other chemistries are stable.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
